VILLAGE OF EAGLE REGULAR BOARD MEETING MINUTES (Unapproved)
Call to Order/Open Meeting Law requirements:  R. Spurrell called the regular Village of Eagle Board Meeting to order on March 13, 2014 at 7:00 PM.  R. Spurrell confirmed open meeting law requirements had been met.  
Roll Call: R. Spurrell, M. Schoessow, G. Scheff, P. Jones, M. Rice, L. Neuburg all present.  K. Degenhardt excused.

Pledge of Allegiance: Pledge of Allegiance was led by G. Scheff  
Review/Approval of Minutes:  M. Rice mentioned one change: on page 2, a spelling error. Question arose of whether or not there was a P&L Meeting in Feb. G. Scheff motioned to table and M. Rice seconded. Motion carried all in favor (6-0).  

Review/Approval of Treasurer’s Report, including regular monthly accounts payable: M. Rice motioned to approve the treasurer report for year to date. G. Scheff seconded. Motion carried 6-0. 

Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Bonus gave a report that she has become certified for the upcoming election. 
Citizen Comments:  S. Atkinson wanted to know when people in the village could discontinue running continuous water. R. Spurrell stated that DPW Deegan has full discretion of when the water running can come to an end. He has a log of which houses are affected, and will alert them as soon as possible.   
S. Royston 330 Appletree Lane: needed further explanation of the board’s decision to transfer 75% of the Water Utility budget monies to the General Fund during the third quarter. Spurrell explained that this money is owed to the general fund and is not a loan. It will only be transferred earlier as advised by the auditors. 
S. Royston also expressed concerns for the minutes of the February Meeting not being produced in a timely matter. Spurrell takes responsibility and apologized. We will work to provide minutes earlier for citizens to review before next meeting. 
Announcements:   R. Spurrell read a Thank You letter from the Duffy Family.
He also announced that until further notice, all residents who have water running by direction of DPW shouldn't turn it off unless they hear specifically from Steve Deegan. 
Consideration/action-request for approval of operator license for Mary Dunne:  Motion by M. Rice to approve an operator license for Mary Dunne.  Motion seconded by L. Neuburg.  Motion carried all in favor (6-0).  
Library Annual Report was given by Alison Chase.  The library board endorsed the addition of two Village Residents onto the Library Board: Diane Williams and Annie Rapacz. Motion to approve by M. Schoessow, seconded by R. Spurrell.  Motion Carried 6-0. 

Committee Reports/Action Items:    
Consideration/Action regarding bulletin board use in the visitor’s center:  R. Spurrell motioned to table, M. Rice seconded, motion carries 6-0.
Consideration/Action for the Eagle Horseshoe Tournament:  M. Rice motioned to approve the park reservation and waive the park fee.  Schoessow seconded. Motion carried 4-2 with Rice, Schoessow, Scheff and Jones being in favor and Spurrell and Neuburg being opposed.   M. Schoessow made a motion to approve the temporary picnic license.  M. Rice seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.
Recreation Department Update: P. Jones stated at the March 10th meeting that the former Rec director’s unemployment was extended.  Program enrollment is down from last year, in part because of the school choice going on in Eagle. Rec Dept programs are running later due to the weather.  The activity guide should be available online and posted to the website.
Consideration/action regarding sign usage policy: The Rec committee proposed a policy for other functions using the sign out front of the municipal building. M. Schoessow asked how it is handled if two groups would like the sign at the same time. P. Jones said it is at the discretion of the Rec Director.  M. Rice made a motion to approve the sign usage policy. G. Scheff seconded. No further discussion.  Motion carried 6-0. 
Code & Ordinance Update: There was o Feb meeting and no March meeting due to no quorum.  M. Rice made a motion to table all items until further review. G. Scheff seconded. Motion carried 6-0.
Nature Trail Committee Update: Feb 18th meeting went over last years accomplishments, needs for the upcoming year, and scheduling activities. L. Neuburg would like to extend an acknowledgment to Jean Weidman for her 520 volunteer hours. 
Police Licensing Update: G. Scheff reports that the Heroin in our Hometown event only brought in 11 people. Thinking it is due to lack of knowledge of it. Hope the next one will be better by using social media and our website to let the news out! 
Public Works & Property: No meeting- DPW Deegan has been extremely busy with frozen water lines but there definitely will be a meeting first week of April. 
Personnel & Finance Update: There was no meeting, but have been taking in applications for a Part-Time Office Worker, will get back on track with meetings. 
Adjournment: G. Scheff motioned for adjournment, M. Schoessow seconded. Motion carried 6-0.  Spurrell adjourned the meeting at 7:59 pm.
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
