VILLAGE OF EAGLE REGULAR BOARD MEETING
MINUTES UNAPPROVED

Call to Order/Open Meeting Law requirements:  Clerk Bonus called the meeting to order at 7:00pm on Thursday August 14, 2014. Open Meeting Law requirements were met. 

Roll Call:  S. Royston, M. Schoessow, L. Neuburg, K. Degenhardt were present. R. Block, R. Spurrell, and G. Scheff were absent. 

Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by S. Royston. 

Election of temporary Chairperson: Motion to appoint L. Neuburg as chair for the August 14th, 2014 meeting made by K. Degenhardt. Seconded by S. Royston. 

Review/Approval of Minutes:  L. Neuburg noted two corrections to minutes for the July 10th meeting. M. Schoessow makes a motion to approve the minutes with corrections. Seconded by S. Royston. Motion carries 3-0-1 with K. Degenhardt abstaining. 

Review/Approval of Treasurer’s Report, including regular monthly accounts payable: Clerk Bonus states there will be no treasurer’s report. Motion to table the treasurer’s report made by S. Royston, seconded by K. Degenhardt. Motion carries 4-0. 

Clerk’s Report: Clerk Bonus stated that we had 275 voters, no discrepancies, and all materials have been returned to the County. She also stated that she will attend training in Rothschild this month. 

Citizen Comments/Concerns: Dave Rockteacher 335 Eagle Street: would like to know if the Police Department paid rent when they were located municipal building. K. Degenhardt stated that since it is Village property, the Police Department did not pay rent to operate out of the municipal building.  He also would like to commend the Police Department for their collaborative efforts with the Waukesha Sherriff Department. 

Russ Ehlers 305 Hawthorne Drive: Expresses his sincere interest as a resident in the Village Board allowing the Code & Ordinance committee to look further into having chickens allowed within the Village. He would like to see a chicken ordinance in the Village. 

Steve Atkinson 511 Clover Lane: Asks if beekeeping would be included in the ordinance to allow chickens in the Village that C&O is looking over. Discussion ensued. 

Jim Frisch 817 Sutton Dr: Concerned about the weeds that are growing on Markham Road. He requests that they be cut as soon as possible. Also expresses his concern of power washing the roof at the Gazebo, without a certificate of insurance.

Announcements:  

K. Degenhardt states that she been notified by citizens that there were trees cut down in the park that did not get cut all the way leaving stumps that could injure someone. 

Capt. Lesniewski makes announcement that September 19th, 2014 is National Night Out in the Village Park. Sahia Bidwill continues to explain all that National Night Out will have to offer including all of the local businesses who have donated their time and services to this event. S. Royston expresses her concern of the liability to the village and requests an insurance certificate. 

Planning Commission: Consideration/action regarding sidewalk at 241 E. Eagle St, Tax Key EGLV1816977 
Motion to approve upon no cost to Village by K. Degenhardt, seconded by M. Schoessow. Motion carries 4-0. 

Discussion/Action on reestablishing the practice of publishing Village Board Meeting minutes in the newspaper. Discussion ensued of the large cost to the Village of publishing minutes in the newspaper.  Motion to not re-establish the practice of publishing village board meeting minutes in the newspaper made by K. Degenhardt, seconded by M. Schoessow. Motion carries 4-0.

Consideration/Action regarding Waukesha Sheriff’s Department giving presentation to Village of Eagle Board. Motion to table for full board discussion by S. Royston. Seconded by M. Schoessow. Motion carries 4-0. 

 Consideration/Action regarding Operator’s license application for Christine Hinz.   Motion to approve by M. Schoessow, seconded by K. Degenhardt. Motion carries 4-0

Committee Reports/Action Items: 

Code & Ordinance:  Consideration/Action to approve an amendment to Ordinance Chapter 14, regarding license to serve alcohol beverages that should also include a reference change from section 4a to 5a. Discussion of verbage needing to be changed. Motion to not approve and to send back to C&O made by K. Degenhardt, seconded by M. Schoessow.

Board Discussion and Action on a recommendation from the C&O committee to change Ordinance 2.15 to include “Meeting absence Penalties”, as crafted by the committee, with a contingency that it be reviewed and approved by the Village Legal Staff prior to implementation (draft included in the meeting packet) Motion to table for full board by S. Royston, seconded by M. Schoessow. Motion Carries 4-0.

Board Discussion and Action on a recommendation from the Code & Ordinance Committee to have the Village Board include funding in the 2015 budget for full recodification of Village Ordinances. Motion to table for full board discussion by S. Royston, seconded by M. Schoessow. Motion carries 4-0.

Board Discussion and action on directing the Code & Ordinance Committee whether or not to pursue and proceed with an expanded/residential chicken raising ordinance for the Village that now restricts this to the A-2 Limited Ag District to 2 1/2 acre parcels. Motion to table for full board discussion by S. Royston, seconded by M. Schoessow. Motion Carries 3-0-1 with K. Degenhardt Opposing. 

Nature Trail: L. Neuburg shared two articles that featured the Nature Trail. The Nature Trail held a Walk the Trail event which hosted many people and had a pleasant turn out. Stated that the Nature Trail received a grant of monetary value. Eloise Hall had the winning bid for a bench that and The Natural Trail would like to extend their sincere gratitude for her donation towards the trail. 

Police & Licensing: There was an August 4th meeting where the committee approved to pay the police officers who attended funeral services in representation of the Village. In discussion still, are the restrictions on the Police Department Charge card and the reasoning behind them. Evaluation for the Police Chief will be scheduled at the September meeting for the month of October.
