MINUTES APPROVED 7-10-14
1. Call to Order/Open Meeting Requirements were met

2. Roll Call: Attending were Royston, Schoessow, Neuburg (arrived at 6:15pm), Ehlers. 
Tegen was absent.

3. Appoint a committee member in charge of producing minutes in a timely manner (within 1 week of the meeting): No one at the meeting would agree to take minutes.

4. Public Comment: None

5. Review minutes of the 1-20-14 meeting for approval: Motion and second by Ehlers and Schoessow to approve these minutes with Royston abstaining. Motion carried 
2-0-1.

6. Review the Village Ordinance Mission and Purpose of the Code & Ordinance Committee for new committee members: Royston commented that part of the Purpose “To establish rules and regulations for Village property and infrastructure” was very broad and not clear. 
 
7. Discussion to bring new members up–to-speed on what committee issues were in progress and not finished prior to the Chair change. Assign member(s) to secure the latest document drafts:  Royston asked if the Background Check documents given to her by outgoing chair Mike Rice were the most current, since no meeting was held since 1-20-14. Members spent 1 hour trying to determine this and Ehlers will review the Ordinance Change wording and Royston will revise the title of the License to Serve Liquor Application. This will be final-reviewed at the next committee meeting on July 10, 2014.
  

8. Review the Village of Eagle Resolution #2004-05 guidelines for excusing Village Board Members from Board Meetings, assigned committee meetings and appointments for a recommendation to the Board to either begin following the guidelines or recommending changing them: Discussion resulted in a motion and second by Ehlers and Schoessow to withdraw resolution 2004-05 and in its stead, follow State Statute 61.32. Motion carried 4-0.

9. Review and discuss the Village Fireworks Ordinances and make a recommendation to the Village Board if any changes are necessary or warranted: The committee recommends leaving the ordinance as is. 




10. Discuss the need for legal review on any new or amended ordinance the committee drafts and whether it should be done pre-recommendation, or, after the Board approves it with a legal review as a contingency: The committee discussed and decided that when recommending Ordinance changes to the Village Board that the Village Board approves it with a legal review as a contingency, if needed.

11. Begin discussion of outsourcing the recodification of Village Ordinances and assign research to Committee members for the next meeting: Committee members decided that all C&O members would research available programs and pricing and present their research at the next meeting. They also requested that Royston ask the Village Clerk to put this question to the WI Municipal Clerks Assn. to ask which companies they use and what they are paying. 

12. Discuss a resident request to allow raising chickens in the Village, which is now limited by the Zoning Ordinance Chapter 9.0303, and assign research for review at the next meeting: Royston stated that resident Russ Ehlers requested the Ordinance be changed to allow raising chickens in the Village.  Royston had researched current Ordinances and found that Chapter 9 allowed this in the A-2 Limited Ag District as a Conditional Use: 20 heads of poultry per each 2 ½ acres. Chapter 16 Public Nuisance Ordinance (4)(j) states that ‘no fowl noises” are allowed. Royston questioned the logistics of this request in a Village, including where residents were to take the waste created by the chickens.  Ehlers presented a list of 31 municipalities (counties, cities, villages and towns) that allow this and have governing ordinances.  He also presented a sample ordinance that required an application and fees and renewal fees.  The committee decided to take time to review all information provided, research waste disposal and review this again at the next meeting. 

13. List any Code & Ordinance Committee recommendations to present at the July Board Meeting: Relay recommendations on Background checks, Attendance, and Fireworks.

14. Adjournment: Motion and second by Newburg and Ehlers to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried 4-0. Meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
