MINUTES approved at the 8-19-14 meeting
1. Call to Order/Open Meeting Requirements: were met

2. Roll Call: Chair Royston, Schoessow, Neuburg, Tegen were present, Ehlers was excused and absent.

3. Public Comment: None

4. Review minutes of the 7-10-14 meeting for approval: Motion and second by Neuburg and Tegen to table to the next meeting, motion carried 4-0.


5. As directed by the Village Board, revisit the penalties for missing Village Board, Committee and  Rep meetings, for a new recommendation to the Board with more specificity, and include it in a recommended Ordinance change in Chapter 2, 2.15 (between (4) and (5). It could be called “Meeting Absence Penalties”: 

Discussion resulted in a Motion and second by Neuburg and Schoessow to recommend the following to the Board, contingent upon a legal review and approval: 

Board members may be absent from one meeting (Board, Committee or Rep) in a quarter for either a preplanned vacation (with a 2 week notice) or an unexpected personal emergency.

For the second and third missed meeting, a penalty of $60.00 for each meeting will be deducted from their Trustee quarterly stipend.

Each meeting missed thereafter will be a $100.00 penalty deduction until a zero balance is reached and no stipend is left to be paid. 

If a Trustee misses 10 meetings in 6 months, the Board will review the individual attendance situation and take further action as needed. 

 The added Ordinance Section, titled Meeting Absence Penalties, in Chapter 2, 2.15 would be placed between (4) and (5) and enforcement would begin in the 4th quarter of 2014.

Motion carried 4-0.  It was also discussed that Village Office Staff and the President shall coordinate the data collection necessary for check deductions, if any.







 
6. Discussion of the Ordinance Recodification research findings, determine if more research is needed and decide whether or not  this will be a recommendation to the Village Board for the 2015 Budget: Motion and second by Schoessow and Tegen to recommend to the Village Board to include funding in the 2015 budget for full recodification of Village Ordinances.  Motion carried 4-0.  


7. Continue discussion of the possibility of creating a chicken-raising ordinance for the Village: The committee is requesting the Village Board to decide if they wish the committee to proceed with this effort before any further research or drafting is done.

8. List any Code & Ordinance Committee recommendations to present at the August Village Board Meeting: Meeting absences, Recodification recommendation and the chicken-raising request for Board direction.
