Minutes Approved (at the 10-21-14 Meeting)
1. Call to Order/Open Meeting Requirements: were met.

2. Roll Call: Chair Royston, Schoessow, Neuburg, Ehlers, Tegen:  All present.

3. Public Comment: none.

4. Review minutes of the 7-21-14 meeting for approval: Motion and second by Schoessow and Tegen to approve the 7-21-14 minutes with a name spelling correction.  Motion carried 4-0-1 (Ehlers Abstained).


5. Review and take action on revising the License to Serve Alcohol Beverages ordinance, guidelines and protocol: Neuburg raised the idea of changing the Ordinance and Guidelines language to a stronger position by changing the word Guidelines.  Schoessow suggested the word “Policy” be substituted. Motion and second by Neuburg and Schoessow to change the word Guidelines to Policy throughout the Ordinance and Guidelines documents and recommend this to the Village Board at the 9-11-14 meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.


6. Continue discussion of creating a chicken-raising ordinance for the Village and review the ordinances for keeping other animals, bees and fowl: discussion centered on keeping focused on the chicken-raising ordinance, with Tegen presenting his draft of the # of chickens allowed and other committee members raising some issues yet to be decided such as application fee, sunset clause and less-restrictive ordinance language.  There was consensus to not hold a September C & O meeting. Royston offered an East Troy Ordinance approved in 2013. Ehlers volunteered to rewrite the draft for the October meeting, based on this evenings Committee suggestions/ input and review of the East Troy Ordinance. 

7. List any Code & Ordinance Committee recommendations to present at the September Village Board Meeting: Draft a Board Agenda item to revise the Ordinance and License to Serve Alcohol Beverage Guidelines documents by substituting the word Policy for the word Guidelines throughout those 2 documents.
