1. Call to Order/Open Meeting Requirements: @6:00pm and meeting requirements met. 

2. Roll Call: Chair Royston, Schoessow, Neuburg, Ehlers present with Tegen (excused)

3. Public Comment: Linda Fejnas, 103 Eagle St. had complaints of noise, deliveries, odors, parking and requests that no permits be issued to businesses near her premises without restrictions per the Village Ordinances. Scott Dooley, Knuclehead and Coyote Canyon, stated that he conducts his business as permitted and has no control over deliveries, parking violations and strives to be a good neighbor . 

4. Review minutes of the 8-19-14 meeting for approval: Motion and second to approve by Newburg and Schoessow. Motion carried 4-0.


5. Chair report that the item (regarding changing the word Guidelines to Policy in the Alcohol License Ords) that was requested of the Clerk to be on the 9-11-14 Village Board Agenda, and was not, will be on the 11-13-14 agenda per the Village President. 


6. Review and discuss the full Ordinance Book that member Neuburg pulled together and decide whether or not to have it printed for committee members for easy and quick referral at meetings: Consensus was to not print it and have the copy available at meetings for reference. 


7. Continue discussion of creating a chicken-raising ordinance for the Village and review the draft ordinance created by member Ehlers and the East Troy Ordinance: Minor changes will be incorporated by Ehlers and presented to the Village Board at the 11-13-14 meeting. Consider whether or not to pursue an Ordinance at this time for keeping other animals, bees and fowl: Consensus was to hold off until the Chicken Ordinance is reviewed by the Board. 


8. Discuss how this Committee secures information on how we access new State Statutes that we must include in our Village Ordinances:  Neuburg will research for the next meeting. 


9. Review, discuss and assign member research for the Noise (9.0906 is M-2 Gen’l Mftg) and Odors (9.0907) Ordinances in Chapter 9 Zoning and Chapter 16 Public Nuisance for revision and a possible temporary Ordinance override as suggested by Trustee Degenhardt in the recent Board Meeting: Ehlers will research other Ordinances and suggested using the 9.0906 Ordinance, but may need to buy equipment to enforce it.  Degenhardt’s suggestion was not considered at this time. 

10. Review, discuss and assign member research for the Signage Ordinance review in Chapter 9 Zoning: Neuburg will review the Ordinance with the Building Inspector and report at the next meeting.


11. Review and discussion of the Sex Offender Residency Ordinance in Chapter 22, noting that the current Ordinance is not being sent out to residents in the water bill annually as required: Ehlers will research whether or not the Village is well protected by the current Ordinance in view of other Municipalities restriction of non-prior residents. The Eagle Village Clerk should be notified of the annual mailing requirement.  

12. Discussion and action on recommending that the Village Board approve having existing ordinance format built in both Word editable format and PDF format for the web.  The Village Office staff currently does not have the conversion software to accomplish this as the Committee Chair was told by the former clerk: Consensus was to have the Village Board authorize software to be acquired to accomplish this.  

13. List any Code & Ordinance Committee recommendations to present at the November 2014 Village Board Meeting: Draft of the chicken-raising ordinance and acquisition of  PDF/Word conversion software to be placed on the 11-13-14 Board Agenda for discussion and action.
