VILLAGE OF EAGLE SPECIAL BOARD MEETING MINUTES
(Unapproved)


Call to Order/Open Meeting Law requirements:  R. Spurrell called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm on June 5, 2014.  Open meeting law requirements were confirmed as being met.

Roll Call:  G. Scheff, L. Neuburg, M. Schoessow, K. Degenhardt, R. Block and R. Spurrell were all present.  S. Royston was excused.  Chief Heim was also present, as were 3 residents from the community.

Question/Answer format for resident’s questions/concerns:  Chief Heim stated all attendees have already seen the presentation; therefore he would forego the presentation and just answer questions.  D. Rockteacher asked if any of the paperwork would go to an attorney and if so who/how will that be paid?  Will there be any type of commitment incorporated into an agreement; for example a year to year commitment, a 5 year commitment?  How will the name be determined?  He feels there will be some pride associated with both departments and a third party name may be disappointing to some of the members associated with the departments.  It was explained that these types of questions are what is being sought after, especially in the early stages of discussion.  How the attorney fees will be paid will have to be agreed upon by the governing boards, therefore there is not an available answer – but the question will be addressed as talks continue.  The wording of any type of commitment will be addressed with any new ordinance that is written.  The name of the department is already known to be a delicate topic, the comments and concerns will be given to the committee that is working on possible names.

R. Spurrell stated he was going to have the meeting published in the paper for better visibility, but he was unable to get it in the paper.  Therefore the Village Board decided to try another meeting, which is published in the paper to hopefully have a better attendance.  The next meeting will be June 26th at 7:00 pm.

Adjournment:  K. Degenhardt motioned to adjourn.  Motion seconded by R. Block.  Motion carried all in favor (6 – 0).  R. Spurrell adjourned the meeting at 7:45 pm.
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
