Call to Order/Open Meeting Law requirements:  R. Spurrell called the meeting to order at 4:30 pm on June 9, 2014.  Open meeting law requirements were confirmed as being met.

The committee also discussed the idea of another bank account solely for the purpose of drug forfeiture monies.  Motion by R. Discussion/action for declaration of depository:  Motion by L. Neuburg to recommend to the board to approve a declaration of depository for Citizens, Chase and Palmyra State banks for authorized signers of Alyson, Bethany and Rich.  Seconded by R. Block.  Motion carried all in favor (3 – 0).

Discussion/action 2014 accounts year to date:  The committee reviewed the accounts to date.  R. Spurrell stated there were two transactions, Pomp’s and Assessment Technologies, which have been reversed so those two transactions are not of a concern.  The committee will review all transactions closer and bring questions/concerns to the next meeting.
