UNAPPROVED        Meeting Minutes  6-2-2014 

1. Roll call: Scheff, Royston present with Degenhardt excused.  Officer Bruckner was present as the EPD representative.

2. Call to Order: at 6:00pm with open meeting requirements met.

3. Review of minutes: tabled until the June meeting.

4. Public Comments: none

5. Report of calls received/investigated: the April and May data was distributed and Officer Bruckner will research the March report to verify the data.

6. Village Fireworks Ordinance Enforcement discussion and direction: Royston indicated that we have a very solid ordinance and that the EPD is requested to review it.  It requires an application for a fireworks permit and a $1 million bond to be posted.  Officer Bruckner will research if they have application forms and if the Kettle Moraine Days Org. has or will post a bond.
 
7. EPD shift discussion and action if needed: Officer Bruckner explained that full time shifts are 8 hours and part time shifts are 6 hours. Full-time officers normally are on separate shifts which are 7 to 3pm and 3 to 11pm. No action was taken.

8. EPD Chief office hours:  Officer Bruckner stated that the Police Chiefs core hours are 8:30am to 4:30pm.

9. Presentation of the total cost of the May 2014 Washington D.C. trip and from what EPD budget line(s) expenses were covered:  Officer Bruckner stated that the total expenses were $1,740 (covering air, hotel, parking and taxis) and that the money came from the training line item budget which contained $2500.  All food was covered by the employees themselves. 

10. Discussion regarding excessive speeds in the Village by Waukesha County Sheriffs:  Scheff relayed his personal experience of viewing this speeding on 5-19-14 on hwy 67 and Officer Bruckner will research and have a letter sent to the Waukesha County Sheriff Department. Scheff will research more details and get it to the EPD.

11. Upcoming Kettle Moraine Days Festival-Discussion of appointment of a temporary police aide: Officer Bruckner stated this was needed to add to the mix of EPD staff who can attend since the Police Chief and the Captain will not be doing night work that weekend. Scheff will check with the Village President to see if this needs to be approved by the Village Board or not, since funding will simply fall within the budgeted hours.

12. Follow-up on EPD Credit Cards: Scheff requested Village President Spurrell to get a list of restriction and create a June Board agenda item to discuss this. 

13. Heroin in our Community follow-up: Officer Bruckner relayed that 28 people attended the May 28th presentation and it was well-received.

14. Robo-regarding EPD/Citizen involvement: Royston relayed that Waukesha County has a system for issuing phone calls with a recorded message to residents in a community for emergency messages.  Royston was asked to research this including costs.

15. Badger TRACS update: Officer Bruckner stated that the cost of this will determine whether or not this will be pursued. Scheff directed that the committee should engage in further discussion in the 4th quarter.

16. Discussion of items to be placed on next police committee and/or village board meeting agenda, if any:  Consensus was that the KMD temporary police aide and the credit card research will be reported and possibly be on the agenda.

17. Motion for adjournment:  Royston motioned and Scheff seconded to adjourn at 6:58pm. Motion carried 2-0.
