1. Roll call: Scheff, Royston, Degenhardt present with EPD Chief Ehlers in attendance.

2. Call to Order:  Open meeting law requirements were met.

3. Review of minutes: Motion and second by Scheff and Degenhardt to approve the 5-5-14 minutes. Motion passed 2-0-1(Royston abstained). Motion and second by Scheff and Royston to approve the 6-2-14 minutes. Motion passed 2-0-1(Degenhardt abstained).

4. Public Comments: Royston commented that on July 4 and July 6, no officer answered her phone inquiries on illegal fireworks going off after 9:15pm. On July 7 an officer explained that the officer on duty on each of those days/times were either out of the area assisting, or out on other calls. 

5. Report of calls received/investigated: Chief Ehlers presented May/June incident reports. Scheff noted that the disorderly conduct incidents seemed high.

6. Update of fireworks discussion – post Code and Ordinance meeting: Royston stated that the C & O committee is making a recommendation to the Board to leave the Fireworks Ordinance unchanged. Degenhardt questioned the $1 Million dollar bond required for a permit and Royston stated that it was a requirement in the Village Fireworks Ordinance. 

7.  Discussion of excessive speeds in the Village by Waukesha County vehicles – Follow up: Chief Ehlers distributed a draft of a letter to be sent to the Waukesha County Sheriff Department and Chair Scheff agreed that it should be sent: he also commented that semi speeds through the Village are getting excessive.

8.  Discussion of EPD charge card restrictions: Scheff stated that he is still checking on this matter.

9.   ROBO Follow-up: Royston stated that she made phone-message contact with the Waukesha County Sheriff Administration with no return call to date.  Committee tabled this issue to the next meeting.

10. Heroin in our Community Follow-up: Chief Ehlers stated that the word is getting through to the community that the EPD can help before taking legal action on drug issues. The committee decided to put this on the August agenda for follow-up.

11. Further discussion EPD communications within community – website, Facebook etc.: Chief Ehlers stated that there are some costs associated with requests to post and that he will work more on this issue.

12. KM Days recap: Chief Ehlers stated that this event was rather quiet this year. Ehlers also commented that the Village Gator was taken and driven by event attendees and a possible disorderly conduct charge is pending. It was recovered.

13. Discussion of vehicle parking in municipal lots and advertising/signage: Royston read the Ordinance 9.0708 that prohibits portable signage.  Ehlers suggested that all signage issues should go before the Planning Commission.

14. Physical tour of EPD garage – assessment of repairs needed: The committee suggested to postpone the tour until Jim Frisch can attend. Chief Ehlers listed some issues needing attention: back wall water issues, new roof, tuck pointing on SW corner. Scheff volunteered to call contractors for estimates for the 2015 budget. 

15.  Discussion of items to be placed on next police committee and/or village board meeting agenda, if any: no discussion ensued.

16. Motion for adjournment: Motion and second by Scheff and Royston to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0. Meeting adjourned at 7:04 pm.
