1. Call to Order / Open meeting law requirements met: 6:00pm / requirements met.

2. Roll Call: Chair Scheff, Royston and Degenhardt. Attendees included Police Chief Ehlers, President Richard Spurrell and resident Jim Frisch. 

3. Review of minutes: Motion and second by Degenhardt and Scheff to approve the 9-8-14 minutes. Motion carried 2-0-1 with Royston abstaining. 

4. Public Comments: None

5. Report of calls received/investigated: Chief Ehlers distributed the July incident and shift report and the August incident report.  

6.  Update/recap - Eagle Night Out: Both Chief Ehlers and Degenhardt reported that it was a stellar success. It was noted that some food vendors did not show up and that the Friends of Mukwonago Schools was given the OK by Sahia Bidwell to attend.  It was reported that next year a committee will be formed to organize the event which is slated for 9-11-15.  

8.  Continued discussion of fundraising effort for construction of new police department: Chief Ehlers stated that an internet Kickstarter program may be the vehicle to accomplish this, and that a video would be an expense.  Consensus was to put this on the 10-9-14 Board agenda for further discussion.

10.  Discussion of Speeding in the Village: Scheff stated this is a problem near the old school apartment building on hwy. 67. Degenhardt suggested parking an unmanned squad there once in a while.  

11.  Update on any feedback from the Waukesha County Sheriffs Dept. regarding the letter that was submitted to them by Chief Ehlers regarding excessive speeding of their officers in the Village: Chief Ehlers reported no feedback.

12.  Feedback regarding the complaint issued by John Dingle regarding Loud Music and Parking in No Parking areas – Knucklehead Bar: Chief Ehlers will research the Public Nuisance ordinance and Degenhardt suggested that a temporary Noise Ordinance be created. 

13.  Continuing discussion as to the EPD’s response to the Village of Eagle residents thru the EPD website, EPD Facebook and or other areas of communication to keep our residents informed: Chief Ehlers stated that this is not going well. Scheff stated that residents need to know what is going on in the Village in regard to vandalism and that the EPD phone system needs work as well. Chief Ehlers will pursue contractors who can follow up on these issues.

14.  Discussion of 2015 budget: Chief Ehlers has not sent the 2015 to President Spurrell and will send a copy to him that includes Health Insurance increases.

15.  Staffing: Chief Ehlers stated that they are short on part-time officers and would like the Village Board to consider rehiring one of our prior officers.

16.  Discussion of items to be placed on next police committee and/or village board meeting agenda, if any:  Items to be placed on the 10-9-14 Board agenda are a discussion of a fundraising effort for construction of a new Police Dept. Building and rehiring a prior part-time officer to fill a shortage of officers.

17.  Motion for adjournment: Motion and second by Royston and Scheff to adjourn the meeting at 7:04pm. Motion carried.
