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VILLAGE OF EAGLE PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
 Meeting Held June 25, 2013

President Spurrell called the meeting of the Eagle Village Planning Commission to order at 7:00 p.m.  The secretary confirmed Open Meeting Law requirements were met.  Roll was taken:  Present were Spurrell, Block, Scheff, Wilkinson, and Jones.  Absent and excused were Deegan and Steinbach.   Also present were Augie Jurishica and Tim Kieffer.

The pledge was lead by Rich Spurrell.

Review/Approve Minutes of the November 27, 2012 meeting

Motion:  Moved by Wilkinson, seconded by Spurrell, to approve the Minutes of November 27, 2012.  The motion carried all in favor, 5-0.

Public Comment - None

Discussion/action – request of Augie Jurishica for conceptual approval to convert existing Bed & Breakfast into a two unit apartment building (one lower, one upper) at 229 Main St., Tax Key Key #EGLV1815016.  The property is zoned B-1.  A conditional use permit may be needed

Mr. Jurishica was present.  He stated the building was built to be a bed and breakfast, with six bedrooms and six baths, with a kitchen and living room on the lower level.  It was never really used for this purpose.  He has spoken with several of the neighbors and with those across the street, who seem to prefer two rental units versus people stopping in on a weekend here and there.  They prefer permanent people to live there.  He did have a person move in to the downstairs unit, who was to operate the Bed and Breakfast, but no one lives there now.  The ultimate goal is to convert this building into a two bedroom handicap accessible unit on the lower level, and if he moves the refrigerator, a door could be added to make it a two bedroom, two bath handicap accessible unit, with the upstairs being either a one large bedroom unit, or possibly a two bedroom unit, utilizing one of the bathrooms to make a kitchen, etc.  He seeks permission from the Plan Commission to proceed in this fashion.

President Spurrell stated that he did receive complaints from the neighbor that there were many vehicles there at one point.  Mr. Jurishica stated the building was never used as such.  Only his daughter and some of her friends stayed there one weekend last summer.  He feels that two apartment units is a wiser use of the property and would serve the neighborhood better.

Vince Budiac, the Village Building Inspector, stated that a two unit building is feasible, a 3 unit building is not.  This property is zoned B-1, a single family residence.  If it becomes a 3 unit building, it is considered commercial, which would require different licensing, i.e. sprinkling the building, etc.

Discussion ensued as to the handicap accessible unit, which consists of wider hallways, wheelchair access to the sink, an outside ramp, no steps, etc.

Mr. Budiac stated that the building had to have State approval as to ADA requirements being met when it was made a Bed & Breakfast.  The front house on the lot is rented as well.  

Parking was discussed.  There is room for four cars, with striped parking spaces.  There is also room for four additional cars if parked “toboggan” style in the back.  A handicap accessible parking spot would require three parking stalls to meet regulations.  The septic system is good to accommodate six full baths, so that would not be an issue.

Mr. Wilkinson asked if this type of use is legal in a B-1 zoning?  Mr. Budiac stated it would need to be considered under a conditional use.  The upstairs could legally be converted into apartments, with the downstairs housing a commercial application.  Mr. Jones inquired as to the rent amount.  Mr. Jurishica stated that he needs to recover the remodeling costs, but has not yet determined the amount.

President Spurrell stated that his concern is with the neighbors.  He would like a semi-informal public hearing for neighbors to voice their opinions.  Mr. Jurishica stated he could visit with them and have a petition signed.  Mr. Block stated that signatures and addresses will need to be provided in a 300’ circle, which the Clerk will provide Mr. Jurishica.

Motion:  Moved by President Spurrell, seconded by Block, to table the request of Mr. Jurishica, who will petition the neighbors as to their approval of a two unit apartment building , converting the exiting Bed & Breakfast for the property at 229 Main St..  Tax Key #1815016.  The motion carried unanimously.
 
Discussion/action on conceptual review of zoning from RS-1 to B1-A at the request of KMP Enterprises for the property located at 422 Waukesha Rd., requesting a single family residence, together with a storage facility/possible zoning change, Tax Key EGLV 1814994002

Tim Kiefer, applicant, was present.  He stated that he would like to have his house and shop on the same property.  He runs a small construction company, which installs bank equipment and he currently has four employees.  Semis would make deliveries 2-3 times per week.

President Spurrell stated that this is a residential property and there will be issues.  He does not believe a rezone would occur, given the need for a public hearing, of which he is certain residents in the area would oppose such a business operation.  He also stated his concern for the blind corner off of Waukesha Road for semis.  There is also a concern that a second business is being requested as well for a dog agility facility.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the dog business is more conceivable than the construction business for that particular lot.  President Spurrell stated that there are some industrial park lots available that might suit the businesses better.  Mr. Budiac stated that the dog business on the residential lot would need to be housed in the rear of the house.  This could be a possible conditional use, but more discussion would need to occur.  There was no further action taken.

Mr. Wilkinson then asked President Spurrell when the meeting with Mr. Budiac was to occur with respect to updating Chapter 9 of the Municipal Code, and President Spurrell stated that they will need to get together on that in the near future.

Adjournment

Motion:  Moved by Wilkinson, seconded by Block, to adjourn.  President Spurrell adjourned the meeting at 7:23 p.m.  The motion carried unanimously.
